	Work Ethic Camp

A cooperative effort between the Department of Correctional Services and the Probation Administration
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The Work Ethic Camp (WEC) program is a 125 bed co-ed facility designed for offenders on Intensive Probation Supervision, as well as designated DCS Inmates.  The WEC program is a highly structured and regimented 180 day, five phase short-term residential program.  Progression through the phases, pay and discharge are based on participation and behavior. 

Eligibility Requirement
The offenders and inmates admitted to the Work Ethic Camp must be convicted of a felony crime as an adult in a district court in Nebraska. Offenders and inmates must meet predefined criteria such as needing substance abuse treatment, or cognitive restructuring and be placed on Intensive Supervision Probation (ISP) or must be transferred to WEC from any DCS facility with parole pending successful completion of the WEC program.  Offenders/inmates having committed any sex offenses or Part I violent crimes are not eligible for WEC, 
Programs
The philosophy of the Work Ethic Camp is that behavior and attitude that reflect positive work ethics can be learned and transferred to all areas of an individual's life. Offenders/Inmates will perform on and off-site community service work. The off-site work will be supervised by a road crew corporal. The offenders/inmates performance and behavior will be evaluated daily. Crews will work Monday through Saturday 10-hour days for local and area government and non-profit entities. Programming includes education (GED), Adult Basic Education (ABE), English as a Second Language (ESL), parenting, life skills, substance abuse education and treatment, Job Readiness Skills, Canine Awareness Rehab Education (CARE)  and cognitive restructuring. An after-care plan will be developed so that the offender will continue any educational or counseling program begun at the Work Ethic Camp. 

Visitation is allowed on Sundays for approved visitors.  Offenders may make telephone calls daily with a limit of fifteen minutes per day.  No incoming calls will be accepted or transferred to offenders.  Because of the intense program, offenders are allowed to possess very few personal items.  Cash, televisions and CD's players will not be allowed.  All clothing and hygiene items will be provided or made available to the offenders..
